PROGRAM  
 
Our speaker today was Arnold Kunst   
author of “Lincoln 365”. 
 
In his 
book 
“The Wit 
& Wis-
dom of 
Abraham 
Lincoln”, 
Mr. 
Kunst 
states Lincoln understood “there was 
an economic storm out there”…much 
like today! He wanted to help his fellow 
man. “Yet how do we do this while we 
all struggle…and yet, we must!” 
 
Lincoln was dealing with some troubled 
times:  The Civil war was costing about 
$2.5 Million a day while the Union was 
only bringing in about $600,000 a day. 
 
On May 6, 1863, Robert E. Lee had a 
major successful battle where the Un-
ion lost 17,000 men. Lincoln thought 
“what would the People say?” 
 
Then General Lee made a major push 
into Union territory and over 57,000 
men died between the two armies. For 
perspective, we lost 57,000 over 10 
years in Vietnam…this was 3 days! 
 
April 1863, the 190th Regiment was ar-
rested for mutiny because they refused 
to fight for the rights of slaves. Again, 
Lincoln thought “what would the Peo-
ple say?” 
 
Lincoln had many problems and this is 
just a few of the terrible situations Pres-
ident Lincoln dealt with while in office. 
Yet he kept his humor and stayed on 
track…well, we all know the outcome. 
 
He succeeded by keeping the People 
seeing things his way. He got his mes-
sage across through many speeches 
and “spaced repetition” where he con-
tinued to share and teach them over 
the long hard course of his Presidency, 
and used humor to get them to listen. 
 
 

 
He made sure the huge crowds gath-
ered to hear him were listening by 
opening his speeches with long jokes…
then slowly the whole crowd silenced 
and really listened…that’s when he had 
them!  
 
His thinking was that someone had to 
be responsible to the People and he 
was the best person to shoulder that 
responsibility at the time.  He was often 
criticized, but again his humor tri-
umphed. 
 
Lincoln won the presidency, but his foe 

Douglas 
was still 
in the 
legisla-
ture; so 
the fight 
contin-
ued. 
 

At one point all President Lincoln could 
see was:  Rubble, Ashes, and Blood. 
 
And when asked how he handled it all 
Lincoln replied “I feel like a boy who has 
stubbed his toe, it hurts too much to 
laugh, and I’m too big to cry”. 
 
Mr. Kunst thinks we should study the 
Best…Lincoln, and to help us study Mr. 
Lincoln he has a book and CD for sale 
after the meeting.

MAKING TIME FOR FAMILY 
AND ROTARY

When Bill Simmermon joined the Rotary 

Club of Highlands Ranch (Littleton), Colo-

rado, USA, six years ago, he wanted to be 

an active member without sacrificing time 

with his family.    

So the father of two brought his sons along 

to lunch meetings and involved them in 

club activities. His eldest son, Denver, has 

taken part in community and international 

service projects, is a member of Interact , 

and has been the featured speaker several 

times at the club's weekly meeting. And 

Simmermon's wife has been an active part 

of the club.  

"My family is all in," Simmermon says. 

"My involvement with Rotary doesn't con-

flict with family time. It has actually en-

hanced our family time, because we are all 

there together."  

On RI's official LinkedIn group, several 

Rotarians also discussed the benefits of 

involving their family in Rotary. Henna 

Budhrani, a member of the Rotary club of 

St. Maarten, Sint Maarten, says she has 

included her children in the club's holiday 

food distribution to the elderly. Her kids 

will also attend the club's annual Christmas 

party for children from low-income fami-

lies.  

Like father, like son 

Bruce Thomson belongs to the same club 

as his father, the Rotary Club of 

Lynnwood, Washington, USA, and both 

are past presidents. Long before he joined, 

however, Thomson notes he took part in 

the club's annual projects, along with his 

mother and four sisters. His children now 

help out in club projects.  

"Our club serves as the conduit for our 

family's community service," Thomson 

says. "Rotary has had a major impact in our 

family evolution and that has impacted the 

community."  

"Rotary has something to offer the whole 

family," Simmermon says. "For some of 

our members, the No. 1 reason they were 

interested in Rotary was that they could get 

their children involved in service projects. 

There's a big push in high schools to have 

children take part in community service, 

and it looks good on their transcript when 

they apply for college."  

And he notes that The Four-Way Test and 

Rotary's other guiding principles are useful 

for parents.  

"The same values Rotary stands for are 

values we believe in as a family," he says. 

"We want to pass along those values to our 

children."  

Family is on the minds of many Rotarians 

in December, as Rotary celebrates Family 

Month. In addition to recognizing the im-

portance of families in Rotary, the month 

celebrates the family of Rotary, which in-

cludes Rotarians and all those involved in 

Rotary's work -- from Rotary Foundation 

program alumni to participants in Rotary 

youth programs around the world.

Congratulations dear father-in-law, 
 
Wow, now that is truly awesome. I stayed up just to respond to your email, as it really struck a chord with me and I wanted to give it 
proper consideration, before attempting a response.  I have long admired the extraordinary scope and sheer size of the projects the Ro-
tary Club has undertaken over the years. However, to take on polio in India seemed pretty ambitious. India is the second most populous 
country in the world, actually accounting for 17.5% of earth's entire population.  I only know this because U.S. is third and Indonesia runs 
a close fourth.  I remember in 2006 when the World Health Organization reported that in some of India's poorer northern regions the 
deaths from polio had gone up tenfold and reported India was on track to cause a worldwide polio epidemic within a decade.  I was 
stunned. 
 
I was born in a time when there was no vaccine for polio. According to statistics there were nearly a half a million people were killed or 
crippled every year. I remember classmates that were suddenly stricken with polio and the hush that cloaked disease.  Everyone was 
afraid, suspicious and leery of the outbreaks and their causes. The awful braces, I still remember what it felt like to be kicked while play-
ing on the school playgrounds by a child wearing those braces. I remember the whole family going down to the local high school gym to 
receive of vaccine in the form of a sugar cube. As children, we were delighted to be able to eat a sugar cube with our parent's permission. 
However, a few of the adults were crying and it seemed out of place to me and I was confused. A few days later I asked my friend's mom 
why she was crying that night asked "If Dave and Steve eating a sugar cue made her sad and asked if that was why she was crying?" I nev-
er forgot her response. She said "She was not sad; rather she was overwhelmed with the hope that she would never have to see the pic-
ture that haunted her mind. 
 
The picture was a Polaroid" she said, "a snapshot of one of her children in braces, a wheelchair and eventually in a coffin. The victim of 
polio and she knew she would be helpless to stop the inevitable.  Just as her parents were helpless while they took pictures of her little 
brother so they would have something to remember him by after he was gone."  I won't go into her description of her athletic little 
brother's twisted and agonizing body suffered from polio.  It sounds very distant now, very third world.  As a parent I was spared the fear 
of this crippler and killer of children. Then I realized that the parents of the 150 million children of India have in just 
10 years gone from the absolute worst nightmare to actually experiencing an entire year, without a single reported case of polio.  
 
That is quite an achievement and brings to mind the legacy the Rotarians leave behind, one we seem to have all but forgotten, the legacy 
of "Yes we can; no matter the obstacles."  Bravo to you and your gang of do-gooders, just the memory of the realities of polio is a call to 
arms and I humbly want to thank you guys for taking on the fight.  I am sure the parents of an entire generation of Indian children will 
always be thankful in a way that you and I may never truly understand and with God's blessings and the hard work of groups like the Ro-
tary; our children may never need face this same fear, for their own children. 
 
Bravo Jon, I am very proud of you and the altruistic nature of your fine organization.  My heart smiles when I think of my friend's mom 
crying from being overwhelmed by hope.  May there be a flood of such tears throughout the world, as only the good deeds and pure 
hearts of others provide this variety of hope, because it is something that is hopeless to overcome without the generous hearts of others.
